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Abstract. The research highlights the different forms of calligraphies of the Safaitic Inscriptions through
seven published inscriptions. It is believed that they represent the Safaitic Inscriptions which was found in
the areas of deployment in the southern Syria, the desert of Jordan and the north west of the Saudi Arabia.
This is clear due to the absence of specific forms for these Inscriptions and the mismatching in the order of
its letters and the forms of its calligraphy.
